And to all thy people give thy heavenly grace, and especially to this
congregation here present; that, with meek heart and due reverence, they
may hear and receive thy holy Word, truly serving thee in holiness and
righteousness all the days of their life.

We beseech thee also so to rule the hears of those who beat the authority
of government in this and ever land [especially ], that they may be



led to wise decisions and right actions for the welfare and peace of the
wortld.

Open, O Lotd, the eyes of all people to behold thy gracious hand in all thy
works, that, rejoicing in thy whole creation, they may honor thee with their
substance, and be faithful stewards of thy bounty.

And we most humbly beseech thee, of thy goodness, O Lord, to comfort
and succor | and] all those who in this transitory life, are in
trouble, sorrow, need, sickness, or any other adversity.

The Deacon or Celebrant says the following

The Bishop when present, or the Priest, stands and says

sins, confirm and strengthen you in all goodness, and bring you to
everlasting life; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

Representatives of the
congregation bring the people’s offerings of bread and wine, and money or other gifts, to
the deacon or celebrant. The people stand while the offerings are presented and placed on
the Altar.

He made there a full and
perfect sacrifice for the whole world; and did institute, and in his holy
Gospel command us to continue, a perpetual memory of that his precious
death and sacrifice, until his coming again.

For in the night in which he was betrayed, he took bread; and when he had
given thanks to thee, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, "Take,
eat, this is my Body, which 1s given for you. Do this in remembrance of

me."

Likewise, after supper, he took the cup; and when he had given thanks, he
gave it to them, saying, "Drink this, all of you; for this is my Blood of the
New Covenant, which is shed for you, and for many, for the remission of
sins. Do this, as oft as ye shall drink it, in remembrance of me."

Wherefore, O Lord and heavenly Father, we thy people do celebrate and
make, with these thy holy gifts which we now offer unto thee, the
memorial thy Son hath commanded us to make; having in remembrance
his blessed passion and precious death, his mighty resurrection and

And we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness to accept this our sacrifice of
praise and thanksgiving, whereby we otfer and present unto thee, O Lozd,
our selves, our souls and bodies. Grant, we beseech thee, that all who
partake of this Holy Communion may worthily receive the most precious
Body and Blood of thy Son Jesus Christ, and be filled with thy grace and
heavenly benediction; and also that we and all thy whole Church may be



made one body with him, that he may dwell in us, and we in him; through
the same Jesus Christ our Lord,;
